1. SPORT BEAREAU & CLUB CONTRIBUTION

Sport bureau allocated R8050-00 for USSA participation but only R6050-00 was used during USSA games. An amount of R5965-00 was taken from the club to cover other expenses. A cheque of R12050 (R6050- sport bureau plus R5965-club) was given to me before the departure to pay the expenses for 10 players (5 days). We still have a difference of R2289.49 and an amount of 1700 is going to be paid to Lucky for transport since we only paid him R500-00 (Mihloti agreed with Mr. Thomas about the payments). 
2. STUDENT CONTRIBUTION

Each student (10) contributed R250 towards USSA which was R2500 in total and all the money was handled by Mihloti Manganye (Chairperson). R500 was paid to the driver and the rest of the money was used to pay the expenses highlighted in red. 
3. TRANSPORT
Transport was provided by Mr. Lucky and it cost us R2200. The club gave the driver R500 before the departure and it was agreed that the rest o the money will be paid from the money left from the USSA budget.
4. PROBLEMS ENCOUNTERED
The Varsity was suppose to pay for 6 days but they only catered for 5 days (10 people), then we had 2 alternatives which was either to leave early or go there late. All the alternatives were problematic because the first one meant that we had to leave before the end of the award ceremony and the second one meant that we had to miss registration. Due to that fact that USSA was supposed to be hosted In NMMU, lot of players withdrawn from the team due to lack of finances and the short notice of payments. The transport only dropped us in Rhodes and came back to fetch us on Friday, so we didn’t have transport for the duration of the tournament. This affected us because we had to walk to the playing venue in the rain and other varsities couldn’t give us lifts. 
5. RESULTS (attached document)
The NMMU chess club improved a lot from the previous years especially the ladies team and individual players. The ladies team came fourth after TUT (had the same point with the 3rd position team but were beaten by cumulative scores) and the male came 15th out of 23 due to insufficient players.  The NMMU has 3 players in the top 10 (USSA Team 2008/9) namely; Jonel Vorster (female 4th), Mihloti florina Manganye (female 6th) and Lance Windvogel (male-7th). The results show that the club is improving because it has never produced such results. 
6. CONCLUSION

Besides that we encountered problems, this year’s USSA was very successful and enjoyable and we even produced good results. I suggest that necessary payments should be made in full in future because the problems that arise from insufficient payments affect player’s performance.
